Step 5: Then multiply this total by 5 once again.
Step 7: Finally, have them add to that total the day they were born on, For example, if they were born on the
18th, they add 18, etc,

Now ask them to give you the total. In your head, minus 165 (The word “minus” means “¥£" in
Chinese), and you will have the month and the day they were born on!

How does it work? Let M be the month number and D will be the day number. After the seven steps, you
can work out the key to the math problem. If you can't, read my key in the paper.
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
